	Procedure
	· The Adult Educator will provide instruction on the roles of U.S. Immigration and Customs. Adult learners will understand the difference between the two and the purpose that each plays in the U.S. Government

· The Adult Educator will use the overhead projector to display the Learn to Speak English Software program. Adult learners will see a video of a foreign tourist arriving in an airport in Georgia. The video will play the conversations that take place between the foreigner and the U.S. Customs and Immigration officials.

· The Adult Educator will stop the video and have the students practice the text conversation shown on the screen.

· The Adult Educator will review and model pronunciation of some of the vocabulary list shown on the screen. Students will practice speaking the words.    

· Adult Educator will introduce the verbs “to be, to have, and to go.”
