Lesson #3
	· Teacher greets every student upon their entering the classroom

· Teachers begins the lesson by pointing to the sentence on blackboard:
      [“Hello, my name is ____________.”] and says it out loud.

· Teacher has an aide waiting outside the door to help him/her role-play a formal greeting.

· Teacher prompts the students to watch and listen by pointing to his ear.

· The aide knocks on the door and proceeds to enter and greet the teacher by saying:  
          “Hello, my name is ____________. (as the aide offers his/her hand out   

            for the “handshake”).  What is your name?” The teacher reciprocates by 

            offering his/her opposite hand and says “My name is ___________.”
· The teacher approaches a student and greets the student, while the aide points to the words on the board as the teachers verbalizes the phrase for all to hear.  If the teacher receives a response the students name is written on the blank.  If the student can not respond.  The aide repeats the process with the teacher using the student’s name.  This role-play continues with every student in class.
· The teacher proceeds to the board draws a circle around the stated quotes then writes “greeting” 
· Teacher and aide again join hands to improvise a handshake and write the word “handshake” on the board.

· Teacher then prompts everyone to write both the dialogue and the vocabulary words.

· Choral recital of the greeting is practiced once the students have completed the writing portion.
· Students are asked to pair-up to practice the dialogue and then to present for the class.
· Procedures and role-play are repeated with additional dialogue and vocabulary:  e.g. “What is your address?....My address is ______. ……What is your telephone number?.....My telephone number is ___”

· Implementation, student work and assessment is conducted in the same format

·  Students are provided with tapes that include greeting and conversation taught in the two lessons.
· Video tape is shown demonstrating different types of greetings and the appropriate social setting for each.
· Role-play among teacher and aide to help students differentiate among formal and informal greetings with respective cultural mores.
