	Learning context
	Objective- To be able to name common food items and request assistance in a grocery store.  Students will create their own matching game, matching pictures to words
This lesson fits into the life skills curriculum by teaching students the basic language to use when food shopping.  Students need to know some key phrases in English in order to succeed with this experience.

Where can I find…

Please…

Thank you…

Those phrases will be addressed in a lesson prior to this one

	ii.
	Assessment Plan
	Students will be able to assess themselves by playing their matching games.  (They will know whether or not they correctly matched an item by placing a number on each set of matching cards.  Example, a picture of a tomato and the tomato may both have the number 1 on the back.)
The instructor may assess the students in several ways.  First, the instructor may observe the students playing the matching game and see where he/she is finding difficulty.  The instructor may role play with the student, asking the student to pretend they are shopping and having them ask for certain items.  (For example, set up a supermarket in the classroom and “play” store.)  This will show the instructor how proficient the student is becoming in English pronunciations.

	Procedure
	Students will be able to do several activities:
1. First, after reviewing basic phrases from a prior lesson, students will be asked to compile a teacher directed list on the overhead projector.  The list will consist of the names of food items they buy when they go shopping.  The list will fall under the following headings;

Fruit  Grains  Dairy

Baked goods   Vegetables    Meats

Beverages

2. After the list is compiled, students will be required to repeat the list aloud and individually with assistance from the instructor.  

3. After practicing pronunciation, students of varying abilities will be paired up.  Each pair will be given a food group, i.e. vegetables, and will be asked to cut our pictures of food items from magazines, circulars, and newspapers.  (Those who like may draw)

4. Each pair will be asked to find 10 to 15 pictures under their food group.  On a separate index card students will write the name of the food item.

In short, there will be a picture of a food item on 1 index card and the name of the item on another.  The instructor will circulate the room assisting students.  When this activity is completed, the instructor will show students how to play a matching game with their cards.  The instructor will then circulate around the room, aiding students and checking their progress.  Students will have the opportunity to test themselves with their partners several times.  After they have mastered their own cards, they may trade cards, and practice another food group.

	Instructional/ Environmental Modifications
	There will be several modifications made to assist students varying English proficiency.  First, the instructor will model how to do the assignment, each step of the way.  Second, students will be working in pairs.  The instructor will pair a more proficient student with a student who needs assistance.  Lastly, the instructor will provide as many visual aids as possible, as well as assist in pronunciation of various food items, ect…
