3. Teacher will distribute information about Citizens’ Rights and Responsibilities and read aloud as a class.

4. Have students discuss in groups how they feel on Election Day when they are unable to vote.  Also, how they will feel different when they become Citizens and are able to vote.

5. Teacher will re-distribute questionnaire of Citizens’ Rights and Responsibilities.  (To be completed to the best of their ability).
