2. Students will follow along as the teacher reads the Declaration of Independence (Pausing for new vocabulary – government, document, independence, liberty, belief).

3. Following the reading of the Declaration of Independence students will answer six multiple choice questions in cooperative groups.
4. Think, Pair, Share: Students will work in small cooperative groups to complete their KWL as a think, pair activity, then come together in the whole group to complete the share segment activity.
