They will share their  

      knowledge about our courts as well.
2.   Q-Review software for Courts and the             

Justice System will be displayed.
a.  Adult learners will listen to the                      

            recorded reading of this exercise. 
       b. Adult Educator will show and review the     

        exercises from the software on the     

        screen.                          
4.  Individual adult learners will come to the            

  computer and answer the questions by    

  keying in the blanks or matching exercises    
5.  Adult learners then will view an    introductory video clip.       

6.  They will listen to the selection once, 
      followed by a check for understanding.
7.  The second time adult learners  will listen to      

and read the selection, which will be projected onto the screen.
 8.  The class will discuss some of the points 
mentioned in the reading such as:
a. Misdemeanor vs. felony
b. Jury trial vs. trial by judge
c. Selection process of jurors

9.   Students will answer vocabulary and             

       comprehension questions provided by
       Q-Review.  
10.  A student may be asked to come to the       
        computer to key in the answer to the     

        questions, thus reinforcing computer
